
REVEGETATION  CALENDAR

1. PLAN YOUR PROJECT 
- ideally 1 or 2 years in advance and preferably 
in conjunction with a property management 
plan. Choose areas with the best potential for 
revegetation such as enhancing remnants or 
linking patches of remnant revegetation

2. APPLY FOR FUNDING 
ASSISTANCE – through your 
Landcare Group, Project Platypus, DPI 
or the WCMA. There are set rates for 
fencing, trees erosion control works 
which can largely cover project costs. 
Advice will be available from the 
funding organisation.

3.ORDER YOUR PLANTS
-from one of our local indigenous 
nurseries before the end on 
November. Hiko cells (in trays of 40) 
are approx 65c and are easy to 
transport and plant with a Potti Putki. 
A carton guard with 2 stakes are 
approximately 30c. Ensure local 
provenance seed is used and local 
species of trees, shrubs and grasses.

4. WEED CONTROL – One or 2 
applications of chemical will be needed on weedy 
sites to reduce competition with seedlings. On nati ve 
grass sites ripping to bare a planting line may suf fice. 
On sandy sites it may be possible to scalp a 40cm2 
site for each plant.

5. RIP PLANTING LINES – with a 
tractor or bulldozer. Ripping allows water 
penetration and plants to establish more readily. 
Planting is much easier in rip lines. 

6. RABBIT CONTROL – is 
essential as rabbits will make a bee 
line for newly planted trees. Rabbit 
proof fencing is another option for 
revegetation sites.

7. FENCE – any time prior to planting to keep out stock. 
Fences must be stockproof in the long term, with par ticular 
emphasis on gates. Width of the fenced area should be 
generous to allow maximum funding and biodiversity benefit. 

8. PLANT – after 
the autumn break and 
when the soil is moist. 
Plant into the base of 
“settled” rip lines. 
Ensure air pockets 
around the seedling are 
tamped down and 
potting mix is covered 
with soil. Normally 
watering is not 
necessary. 

June, July, August

9. GUARD – Guards should be applied carefully 
to ensure plants are protected for at least 12 mont hs 
from rabbits, sheep, wallabies and extreme winds.  

September onwards

10. MONITOR –
your plantings for cocky 
damage, gaps in fences,  
grasshoppers etc. Keep 
monitoring for some 
years to learn what 
survives best, how you 
could do things better. 

11. ENJOY – the diversity you 
have created on your property
